  On a blue octagon with a red border, the latitude and longitude lines of a global map 

terminating in arrowheads within the angles of the border all in white, and at center on a red disc 

a white five-pointed star. 

  Symbolism: The central star and the lines of latitude and longitude suggesting a globe, together 

with the arrowheads marking the points of the compass, symbolize the basic mission of the 

Command: To perform and exercise centralized command, authority, direction and control of 

Army criminal investigation activities worldwide. Blue, white and red are the national colors.  

  Authorization: The insignia was approved on 12 November 1971.  

 

DISTINCTIVE UNIT INSIGNIA 

  The insignia consist of a gold five-pointed star with points protruding beyond the rim of a 

surmounted blue disc bearing gold gridlines throughout simulating a web, overall in center a 

scarlet disc charged with a white five-pointed star throughout, all enclosed by a wavy blue scroll 

folded back on each side and terminating at base and inscribed at the top ―DO WHAT HAS TO 

BE DONE‖ in gold letters. 

  Symbolism: The central star symbolizes centralized command. The grid lines allude to the 

latitude and longitude lines of the globe thus referring to the worldwide activities of the 

organization. The gridlines also suggest a stylized web, with the eight sides representing the 

eight geographical regions of the Command. The web, a symbol of criminal apprehension, is the 

result of methodical construction thus alluding to the scientific methods of criminal 



investigation. The outer points of the star further symbolize far-reaching authority. Blue, white 

and red are the national colors and gold is symbolic of achievement. 

  Authorization: The insignia was approved 6 June 1972.

The bars allude to 

setting the bar of conscience against anger; the demi-spears denote readiness and alertness. The 

bars and demi-spears illustrate a portcullis, signifying protection. The star symbolizes Army 

Corrections Command’s authority and control to rehabilitate military offenders in support of the 

Army and other military departments. 

  Authorization: The shoulder sleeve insignia was approved 28 September 2007.    

  

DISTINCTIVE UNIT INSIGNIA 

  A gold insignia consisting of a green disc charged with a gold hexagon bearing a black double-

warded key, ward up, surmounted by a black scale of justice. Attached to the sides and above a 

black scroll inscribed ―VANGUARDS OF JUSTICE‖ in gold. 

  Symbolism: The hexagon indicates the six correctional facilities the Command will control – 

Fort Leavenworth, Fort Lewis, Fort Sill, Fort Knox, Korea, and Germany. The double-ward key 

suggests the operational and administrative control over the six correctional facilities. The scale 

of justice represents the goal of the Command to enforce the law.

   Symbolism: Green and yellow are the colors of the Military Police. The shield has five sides to 

highlight the five Military Police functions:  maneuver and mobility support operations; area 

security operations; law and order operations; internment and resettlement operations; and police 

intelligence operations. The pikes, former weapons used by guards, are crossed to symbolize 

cooperation, strength, and protection. The globe symbolizes the overall mission, capabilities, and 

operational sphere of the organization. The combination of the sword and scales of justice recall 

the duality of the military mission of armed security duties and upholding the law. 

  Authorization: The insignia was approved 16 April 2008. 

 

DISTINCTIVE UNIT INSIGNIA 

  On a gold color insignia overall divided per saltire green and yellow, in chief five gold mullets, 

3 and 2 and in base a gold compass rose voided of the field, overall and between two green fleur-

de-lis a black demi-pike issuant from base palewise point up; around the bottom of the device is 

a black scroll inscribed with ―COMMANDING THE BEST‖ in gold letters.    

  Symbolism: Green and yellow (gold) are the colors of the Military Police. The saltire division of 

the shield presents strength. The fleur-de-lis, ancient symbol of purity and perfection, signifies 

the perfection required to be an MP. The gold areas recall rays of light that lead the way. The 



compass rose represents the area of responsibility for the Command, from border to border, from 

shore to shore of the United States. The stars highlight the five Military Police functions:  

maneuver and mobility support operations; area security operations; law and order operations; 

internment and resettlement operations; and police intelligence operations. The pike represents 

combat readiness, strength and protection within the law.

The 

combination of the sword and scales of justice represents the duality of the Military Police 

mission, armed security duties and the upholding of the law. The red stars and bars on a white 

background are taken from the flag of the District of Columbia, home area of the unit. The flag 

of the District of Columbia in turn was based on the Washington family coat of arms.

  A gold insignia consisting of a gold cluster of trees surmounted by a green equilateral triangle 

bearing three scale pans in the apex and two horizontal bars across base, all gold, and 



surmounting the green triangle throughout a gold inverted equilateral triangle bearing a blue 

fleur-de-lis, all above a three-part gold scroll inscribed, ―PEACE, LAW, ORDER‖ in black. 

  Symbolism: Green and yellow are the colors used for the Military Police Corps, and balance 

pans are symbolically related to justice. The fleur-de-lis refers to France, and the three areas of 

the green triangle simulate the three rocks on the coat of arms of St. Mihiel and represent the 

unit's participation in that World War I campaign. The cluster of trees is used to refer to the 

Argonne forest and denotes the Meuse-Argonne campaign participation by the organization. The 

three scale pans and two bars are used to suggest the three stars and two bars on the flag of the 

District of Columbia and allude to the unit's home area.

   Symbolism: The key is symbolic of authority, command, control, fidelity and wardenship. The 

double bits refer to the evacuation and process of prisoners of war and/or civilian internees from 

field Army areas to prisoner of war camps. The stem of the key in simulating the letter "I" also 

alludes to investigation, interrogation and internment. The three prongs of the bits and the three 

foils of the bow refer to the organization's mission of providing command, administration and 

logistical assistance to Headquarters and Headquarters Company, Prisoner of War Camp. The 

open or pierced foils of the bow simulate the letter "C," the Roman numeral "100," the three foils 

thus signifying the numeral "300," the numerical designation of the Command. The end of the 

key stem is pointed to denote the ability of elements of the organization to engage in effective, 

coordinated defense of the unit's area or installation. The colors green and yellow are used for the 

Military Police Corps.

The key 

and star are symbolic of command and control. The doorway suggests the prisoner of war 

mission and the number of camps which may be serviced (up to ten) is indicated by the ten sides 

of the star.

  A gold insignia consisting of two gold keys in saltire with bows in base, the shafts crossing over 

a gold sword broken per chevron, handle and point overlapping a triparted gold scroll bearing the 

words DUTY HONOR VALOR in black letters arcing to base from the upper ends of the keys 

all enclosing a green background; centered between the bits of the keys upon a background of 

gold rays a red and gold heraldic rose with green barbs. 

  Symbolism: Green and yellow are the colors associated with Military Police. The broken sword 

suggests the enemy's capture and thus his inability to fight. The keys, symbolic of control, are 

placed over the sword indicating the unit's responsibility for the incarcerated. The rose was 

adapted from the insignia of a subordinate unit, which used it as an award for certain soldiers in 

recognition of their outstanding devotion to duty. Here, it represents esprit de corps and is placed 

on a background that implies sun rays from the "Sunshine State" where the unit is based.

  A gold insignia consisting of a gold portcullis with three white stars arranged between the 

points at the base, and behind the grill on a green field a dagger with point down and pommel 

protruding above the top bar all gold; suspended from the portcullis hoist rings and encircling the 

points of the grill, a three-section scarlet scroll bearing the words ―CUSTODY WITH 

DIGNITY‖ in gold letters. 

  Symbolism: The portcullis represents custody and protection of prisoners of war and the 

security of the country and community. The dagger behind the gate is symbolic of the 

containment of a military threat. The three white stars are taken from the flag of Tennessee 

where the unit is located. The color scarlet is used to suggest vigilance and courage. The scroll 

bearing the motto ―CUSTODY WITH DIGNITY‖, connected by links to the hoist rings of the 

portcullis, emphasizes the association of security with custody and dignity.
